Appropriate replacement courses
must address cross-cultural communication and are subject to approval by the Curriculum
Committee. Such replacement

Taking core courses in the major or minor are strongly recommended including Accounting,
Statistics, Microeconomics, and Business and Society. Take courses that emphasize analytic
communication (speaking and writing) and computer application skills.

Knox offers a major and a minor in Integrative Business and Management. Refer to the catalog for
a complete delineation of the requirements. You may want to schedule a meeting with the
department chair, Professor Liz Carlin Metz to discuss your specific interests and get answers to
your questions.

Should I explore internships? and how?

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In their second year they should enroll in Organic Chemistry (CHEM 211 and 212) and BCHM 265
followed by BCHM 301 and BCHM 310 in the spring term; if both courses (301 and 310) cannot be
taken because of scheduling, then BCHM 301 is recommended.

Note that either the MATH 145 and MATH 146 or MATH 151 and MATH 152 sequence are required for
one �









5. We would NOT recommend concurrent enrollment in both CHEM 100A and a QR element
course (a co-requisite).

Should first-year students arrive on campus with AP credit in Chemistry:
1. They should consult with Prof Cermak before enrolling in CHEM 211.
2. Options for these students may include enrolling in CHEM 211 Fall term, CHEM 205 spring

term, or CHEM 100A (Fall term) or CHEM 102A (winter term).

Further Notes:

(1) There is limited space in the one WI/SP section of general chemistry I & II—students that take
CHEM 100A during the Fall Term should continue the sequence and take CHEM 102A in the Winter
Term and NOT wait to take CHEM 102A in the Spring Term as they will not be guaranteed a spot and
may be closed out. The WI/SP sequence is situated to allow those students that need to strengthen their
math / quantitative reasoning skills an opportunity to do so in the Fall term prior to taking general
chemistry I & II WI/SP—this sequence is NOT meant for those entering with strong math skills as they
should take General Chemistry in the Fall and Winter Term where we have significantly larger capacity
for enrollment.

(2) One further advising note for CHEM 100A (but generally applicable to Chemistry classes): students
must acquire the required textbook / online homework access before beginning the class; outcomes for
students attempting Chemistry classes without the textbook / online homework access are much less
successful. Please encourage students that may qualify to pursue avenues for financial assistance by
contacting the course instructor or the Dean (Mary Crawford) before the term begins to begin the
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the advisor for the Intercollegiate Center for Classical Studies in Rome, and Mitchell Parks is the
advisor for the College Year in Athens program.

COMPUTER SCIENCE

CS 141 is designed for students with no prior experience in Computer Science. In the course we
emphasize problem-solving techniques. Many of the problems we solve will be from multimedia
applications (creating images and sounds), but the programming skills students develop will transfer to
any other applications of programming. This is a great course for everybody.

There is no placement exam at Knox for computer science. Students with prior experience in CS or
programming (AP exam, prior coursework, other experiences) should talk directly to one of the CS
faculty members to figure out placement.

Students interested in computer science should take CS 141 (Intro to CS), and then CS 142 (Program
Design and Methodology). CS 141 and CS 142 are currently taught using the programming language
Java. Ideally, CS 141 and CS 142 should be taken in the same academic year, preferable in consecutive
terms. Historically, CS 141 has been offered Fall and Winter, while CS 142 is offered Winter and
Spring. For 2022-23, CS 141 will be offered every term.

After CS 142, we encourage students interested in a CS major or minor to take CS 220 (Spring) or CS
208 (Fall). CS 214 (Winter) is also possible, though it isn’t designed as much with 3rd-course students
in mind. CS 205 (Fall) has Math 175 (Discrete Mathematics) as a prerequisite. This is an important
prerequisite.







Time commitment - Many courses require some sort of fieldwork outside of class meeting times.. All
students enrolled in an Educational Studies course that requires fieldwork must participate in the
fieldwork in order to successfully complete the course. With the potential exception of EDUC 201, all
field work hours take place during K-12 school hours between 8:30 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. Students need to
arrange their schedules so that they have time to travel to and from the site and complete their field work
hours. Transportation to and from the field work site is the student's responsibility, although car pooling
or a city bus are often available..

Student Teaching - Student teaching is the ONLY experience students complete during the student
teaching term (typically the 10th term). – Student teaching must take place in either the fall or the winter
term. In addition, students are NOT to participate in intercollegiate athletics, work full time, or have any
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movements and technical advances. It is thus extremely useful for students who will be taking any
course cross listed with Film Studies.

Students taking courses in Group A should have some background in literary or artistic analysis.
Students taking courses in Group B should have some background in cultural or historical analysis.
Ideally, a student will map out a coherent minor that brings these courses together into conversation with
each other.

GENDER AND WOMEN’S STUDIES

Students interested in a major in Gender and Women's Studies should take GWST 101 during their first
or second year, along with a couple of other courses listed in the program.



IS 100 is also strongly recommended during the first year (offered in Spring term each year). ANSO
102, ECON 110 or 120, PS 210 or 220, and either HIST 245 or 285 are also required for the major.

A significant overseas study, internship or research experience is required for the IS major. Advisors
should encourage first-year students to begin considering off-campus study opportunities, most of which
are available during the junior year, and international internship or service opportunities, most often
completed the summer after junior year.

JOURNALISM—MAJOR AND MINOR

Students who are looking to major or minor in journalism at Knox College are encouraged to take the
gateway course, JOUR 123: Centrality of Media, their first or second year. First-year students who feel
they have strong writing and interpersonal skills for conducting interviews can take JOUR 270: The
Mind of the Journalist: Newswriting and Reporting, during the Fall Term, although the course is best
suited for sophomores or juniors. All students interested in journalism are encouraged to join any of the
various journalism organizations on campus, including The Knox Student newspaper, Catch literary
journal, WVKC radio station, or the Knox College Oral History Club, for experience in print, internet
and/or broadcast journalism.

LATIN AMERICAN STUDIES—MAJOR AND MINOR

Latin American Studies (LAST) serves students who have a wide variety of academic interests. LAST
courses are cross-listed with seven other disciplines, primarily in the Humanities and History/Social
Sciences, and all of them except those designated SPAN (or any other non-English language) are taught
in English. These courses offer students the opportunity to engage in Latin American political,
economic, environmental, social, racial/ethnic, linguistic, and cultural issues in �刀儅砒

Information on new courses:
● We are very excited to introduce MUS 225 (Digital Audio Production 2) this winter term! This

course will have a prerequisite of MUS 125 (Digital Audio Production 1), which will be offered in
both the fall and winter terms.

● This year, the Music Department will continue our series of skills workshops, which will allow
students hands-on experience in improvisation, rhythm, sight singing, music notation,
transcription, and more. Skills workshops can be taken for 0.5 credit or 0 credit (similar to music
lessons). Questions? Please reach out to Joan.

Private Music Lessons:
● Lessons are available for a wide variety of instruments and voice, at the 100-, 200-, and 300-levels.

All students should register for 100-level lessons, after which the music department will assign the
appropriate level. Students have the choice of taking lessons for 0.5 credit (Section 1) or 0 credit
(Section 2).

● Registration for these lessons is done online by advisors, just like any other registration. Please
register students for the specific instrument or voice, not the generic Music Lessons section
(which is a relic of our outdated software).

● Once registered, students will be emailed the name and contact information for their instructor.
Please note that students are not guaranteed spots in private lesson studios until the Applied Music
Head assigns them a teacher.

● There is an additional fee for private music lessons, which is published each year in the catalog.
There are scholarship opportunities for music majors, minors, and ensemble members. Interested
students should reach out to Joan or Andy for more details.

● Please note that students will not be charged for lessons dropped during the add/drop period, but
will be charged the full term fee for lessons if they withdraw after this.

Music Ensembles:
● Please make sure your advisees are aware that:

○ Music ensembles are open to anyone, not just music majors and minors.
○ We have lots of opportunities for beginners.
○ Athletes can participate too! They often think it is impossible to do both, but we will

work with student-athletes and coaches to figure out schedules.
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choices are Math 145 Applied Calculus or MATH 151 Calculus I). First-year students should continue
with the 100-level physics series and appropriate calculus during the first year. Calculus is not required
for PHYS 110 or 120.

If a first-year student looks weak academically or has particularly shaky math skills, it might be best to
enroll him or her either in PHYS 110 or math, but not both simultaneously.

Students with AP credit: Students with AP credit in physics should still start on calculus as soon as
possible (whatever course is appropriate for their preparation). A student with AP credit for PHYS 110
should take FP, calculus, and an elective during the Fall Term, and start PHYS 120 in the Winter. 

More information on the first-year physics courses: First-year physics courses 110, 120, and 130 can be
taken in any order, although when possible, PHYS 110 Mechanics is the most natural starting
point. PHYS 130 Electricity & Magnetism has MATH 146 Applied Calculus II or MATH 152 Calculus
II as a prerequisite (exceptions are granted for students who have taken some high school calculus).

Physics Majors: From the three-course introductory sequence (110-130), only





want students who desire to major in Psychology to take STAT 200 for the first part of the
sequence, so please tell such students to plan to take PSYC 281. If, however, the student is
interested in a minor in Psychology, STAT 200 is acceptable.

*Note about PSYC 100 and the general education requirement: Students can only use PSYC 100 to
satisfy Element
#6 Conducting Scientific Inquiry requirement if they take the course at Knox or the class they took
elsewhere is
sufficiently similar to the course offered at Knox (e.g., it has a laboratory component).
